Improvements

After a wet and miserable summer we
could only hope for a reasonable winter
but unfortunately the start of 2008
brought more wet weather. However
with strong winds drying the course
Richard and his drip dry team cracked on
to ensure the work would be completed
before the start of the season.

Members and guests of Rudding Park have
all commented how well the course is
playing. Now in its 13th year the course is
coping with the volumes of rain we have
experienced and is now a course ready for all
season play. It has always been the objective
of the management team to have one of

the best golf courses in the area and this
continues to be the case.

Some of this winter’s improvements include a
new drain on the 16th fairway in front of the
road that will ensure when it rains we do not
have a large puddle. This water will now be
carried into the wood on the right hand side
of the fairway linking up with the main
drainage system. On the 10th fairway, near
the bunker you may notice a new strip of

turf which is a reinstated bunker drain. Moving
on to the 14th hole the work completed in
2007 ensured we could use the feature hole of
the course for over 10 months of the year.

Other improvements include the extended
summer 4th tee and new turf and drainage
on the 11th tee which have made this a
more playable tee.

The main change this year has been the
extension to the chipping green and the creation
of a practice bunker close to the clubhouse.

This will enable our members to hone their
skills before commencing their round.

Off the course we have also been busy with
new lockers in the ladies and gents changing
rooms and the addition of safe deposit boxes

for the gentlemen. A lick of paint has freshened
up the Clubhouse which complements
the new seating.
